Stage 4- Covenant together with the congregation.  After completing these three stages of membership, upon a recommendation to the congregation from the elders, and the approval of the congregation, individuals will be invited to publicly affirm and sign our church covenant.  If accepted, the congregation will then corporately affirm that Covenant Life Church add these individuals to the membership of Covenant Life Church.
